Whereas the Parties have laid a good foundation for bilateral cooperation in the field of
the prevention of the theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and export of cultural

property,

Have reached the following understanding

Article 1
1.1. The Parties agree to take the necessary measures concerning the combat of theft,
illega] excavation and illicit import and export of cultural property, in accordance with
the UNESCO Convention on the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the Ilicit ]mport,
Export and Transfer of Ownership of Cultural Property (1970). R
1.2. The notion of Greek cultural property as being the result of theft, illegal excavation
and illicit import and export shall take place according to the laws of Greece. The notion
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of Chinese cultural property as being the result of theft, illegal excavation and illicit
import and export shall take place according to the laws of China. The aforementioned
notions should not contradict public order provisions of each other’s country, community
or international law, or other bilateral or international legal commitments of the Parties.

1.3. If conflicts arise from the implementation of this M.O.U. the Parties shall solve them

through consultation.

The cooperation of the Pames shall mclude among others the 1mplementatnon of the
UNESCO Conventton on the Means of Prohtbztmg and
Export and Transfer of Ownershtp of Cultural Property (1970) To thlS respect the

Parties will estabhsh a close and contmuous cooperation.

A. Laws and regulatlons on the protectlon of cultural property especially on the
prevention of theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and export of cultural
property, as well as relevant policies and measures worked out by administration
authorities; o
B. Databases of cultural property which are prohibited from being exported and
which are designated on fhe basis of the same rules and standard_s;
C. Information on cultural property export certificates;
D. Information on cultural property protection and preservation organisations;
E. Information on cases or incidents of theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and
export of cultural property; '
F. Basic information on underground and underwater artefacts as well as on
archaeological discoveries;
G. Basic procedures relating on the transaction of cultural property.

3.2. This information has to be updated.

The Parties shall strengthen exchanges and training of personnel in the field of the
prevention of the theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and export of cultural

property, in particular in the ﬁelds of the safety. admmlstratron of cultural property,

‘administration of cultural property markets, admlmstratron of the import and export of

cultural property, law draﬁmg, mformatlon collectmg and coordmatlon in international

affairs..

For the purposes of thls MO U., the Partles shall enhance coordmatlon and further

improve their respectrve llcence system on the export of cultural property, cultural

property regrstratlon system, mformatlon release system on stolen cultural propemes and
supervision system on the 1mport of cultural property to the extent to whtch they are not

bound by other regronal or mtematlonal legal commrtments

Artlcle6 ; o

6.1. The Parties shall conduct thorough consultatlon and coordmate each other’s positions
on multilateral affairs concerning the preventron of the theﬁ illegal excavation and illicit
import and export of cultural property.

6.2. The Parties shall strengthen collaboration in order to further enhance awareness of
the general public, museums and other cultural organisations about threats brought about
by the theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and export of cultural property in the
international community, increase cooperation with organisations implementing relevant
international conventions of UNESCO when coordinating cultural relations with the third
country, and reduce or suspend intercourses with museums or other organisations
involved with the theft, illegal excavation and illicit import and export of cultural
property.

6.3. The Parties shall collaborate for the return of important objects and/or parts or
fragments of major cultural heritage sites to their country of origin (Greece or China)

even if the 1970 UNESCO Convention does not cover these cases.
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6.4. The Parties shall exchange information on illegal cultural properties appearing in the

international cultural property market which concern the Parties and share information
related to evaluating, registering, retrieving and returning lost cultural properties of the

Parties when conducting relevant investigations.

The Parties shall estabhsh a consultatlon mechamsm, which wrll work on a regular basis

to solve problems arlsmg from_the _1mpljernentanon of thrsM.O.U. and_ work out plans for

which either of the Partres mforms the other through dlplomatrc channels, about the

successive periods of ﬁve years, unless denounced by elther Party by giving to the other
Party a written notice at least srx months pnor the exprry of 1ts initial or any subsequent
